I am pleased to share that this year's Community 
Report demonstrates our unwavering commitment 
to supporting our Orange County families and 
providing every child equal access to exceptional 
early learning programs.

We increased the number of contracted child care 
providers from 530 to 600 last year. This allows 
more families access to high-quality child care and 
early education services.

We have addressed an increased demand for 
mental health needs in Orange County by offering 
more services concentrating on mental health. Our 
programs are training early education teachers to 
identify mental health issues affecting children.

In 2022-2023, ELCOC hosted numerous 
community events that provided parents with 
invaluable information and resources. Additionally, 
I have delivered dozens of presentations to Orange 
County business communities about our vital 
services. I am grateful for the new partnerships and 
support.

I4EL offers several annual course series which include advancing levels of core competencies around the

Division of Early Learning’s Core Knowledge areas. With all annual courses, I4EL provides guides, texts, and

a variety of materials that support the participant's implementation of the content learned. 

The Institute for Early Learning (I4EL) provides professional development opportunities for early childhood

educators to improve their evidence-based practice and business skills in early care and education. Presently,

I4EL has 1,554 active learners participating in 157 course offerings.

EARLY LEARNING ENTREPRENEURS 
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The ELCOC has made significant strides in providing early childhood mental health programs to educators. In
2022-2023, the organization hired a part-time Early Childhood Mental Health Coordinator who developed and
coordinated the mental health programs. These programs were generously funded by grants from Florida
Blue and Advent Health. 

Thanks to the Advent Health grant, ELCOC has successfully launched its Circle of Security attachment
programs for teachers. In the spring, the organization conducted its first Spanish Circle of Security cycles
consisting of 8 classes each at two different centers. The program is designed to help teachers understand a
child's needs and how to respond based on behavior clues. It teaches strategies to foster a more connected,
calm, and secure relationship with each child. In the second half of 2023, the organization plans to expand the
program to at least four additional cycles of Circle of Security. 

The Florida Blue Grant funded mental health assistance and launched the Trauma Informed Care training
program for early childcare education staff to support children experiencing trauma. The program is designed
to help teachers gain knowledge and strategies for self-care and assisting individuals experiencing trauma.
Since fall 2022, ELCOC has provided 7 training sessions to 11 early childhood program staff. 

ELCOC's Employee Assistance Program continues to provide counseling support to the staff and families of 41
early childhood programs in Orange County. Additionally, the organization's Early Childhood Crisis Response
Team has operated in collaboration with Kinder Konsulting counseling services. This response team is
available for crises in different centers, such as illness, trauma, or death of a staff member, family, or child.
They have been consulted and have provided crisis counseling in numerous situations this past year.

Utilizing the LENA Grow technology system helps early childhood teachers

measure conversations with children, as it collects data to support coaching. Child care

providers and teachers play a key role in early childhood development. With ELCOC's

support and training, they will provide quality care to children and their families.
