Under no circumstances will ELCOC 
hold a parent accountable for other fees (including fees for meals, supplies, curriculum, 
and late fees) added by the provider. Collection of parent co-payments is the 
responsibility of the School Readiness child care provider. If this form is not completed and 
submitted with the monthly attendance sheet, a parent may transfer without a zero balance 
statement.
